The race with two anti-war candidates against the incumbent was warming up when President
Johnson stunned the nation by dropping out of the race. Within a month, the establishment had Hubert
Humphrey declare his candidacy. He entered the race in late April 1968. When he did, he entered the race
too late to enter any primaries, but he had the support of President Johnson and many Democratic insiders. 
 
 The rest of the story is history. He conveniently went on to win the nomination only after Robert
Kennedy’s assassination on June 5, 1968. Although Ron Paul is on the Republican side of the campaign, he
stands on a ticket Kennedy would endorse. Both of them support a non-aggression foreign policy, racial and
economic justice, and decentralization of power.          
 
 The “insiders” know there is a risk their chosen one, Hillary Clinton, just may not win the Democratic
primary.
